The Dickie Lake Association Constitution
The organization shall henceforth be called “The Dickie Lake Association” and adopted as the constitutional accepted name.

Membership

Membership shall be open to all property owners having land, either water frontage or backlot, surrounding Dickie Lake, either full time or part time residents.  Neither to have precedence over the other.

Purpose

The fore mentioned association shall endeavour to ensure the beauty and aesthetic value of the environs and promotion of harmony and friendship among the membership.  It is not intended for the association to involve itself in legal litigation unless the above purposes are threatened.

Membership Fees

Membership fees shall be set by the directors and executive members at their discretion by vote with a majority approval.  At present the fee shall be Five ($5.00) dollars per annum.)

Executive Offices

Offices shall consist of the following: President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Secretary, and a Past President, and eight directors

Office Functions

President: shall preside at all meetings of the executive and directors and the annual meeting of the Association.

Vice-President: shall, during the absence of the president, assume those duties and responsibilities.

Secretary: shall attend, record, prepare and keep records of all meetings and post notice of all such meetings for the general membership.

Treasurer: shall, subject to the executive, have care and control of all funds and finances of the association.   She/he shall keep books of record, provide statements when requested and pay such invoices as may be tendered from time to time.  All monies are to be kept in a chartered bank or trust company, convenient to the treasurer.  She/he may sign all cheques to a maximum of $100.00.  Larger amounts must be approved by the executive, by a means of a vote.

Past President: shall be ex-officio at all meetings.

Directors: responsibilities shall be to communicate to the new property owners the merits of the association, collect membership fees and deliver them to the treasurer for banking, no later than the first of September and to be involved in the planning of the future and direction of the association.
Term of Office

The term of office shall be TWO years in duration, from the annual picnic (August to August).  Elections shall be held at the annual meeting, (to be held on the first Saturday in July).  All members of the association may stand for election to any office.  Officers may be elected to any number of terms.  All potential officers must be nominated and seconded, given the opportunity to decline, and elected by a show of hands.  Should it be determined by the executive that any one of the officers is not working to the betterment of the association, a meeting of all executive shall be convened.  A quorum is required (minimum of one half of the executive) and a majority vote is required to remove an officer from the executive.

Voting Eligibility

All members who have paid their fees are entitled to a single  vote per lot.  Each item of agenda shall be decided by the majority of those present.
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
