LAKE STEWARDSHIP





The summer of 2005 has been perfect and it is with great sadness that we watch it turn into fall. 


 


We have both taken up new voluntary positions as directors with the Huntsville Lakes Council and expect to be very involved with the environmental programs and issues which will be evolving over the next year.  We feel this will allow us to be more informed about issues that will involve our lake and surrounding areas.





 In respect to Dickie Lake, we have been concentrating on the waters EDGE, this being one of the most important ways in which our cottagers and residents can keep our lake in excellent health – a naturalized shoreline acts as a huge buffer and is considered the “ribbon of life” for the lake.  Keeping the shoreline and land between the cottage and water natural will help protect our water.  Also when this area is kept in good stead, you don’t have to maintain it as a manicured lawn…more time for the fun things you want to do at the cottage!





We also get asked some questions frequently:





What’s the problem with using fertilizer?  





Fertilizer can easily wash off your lawn and garden into our lake.  Similar to how it makes your garden or lawn grow, fertilizer in the lake makes aquatic plants grow and increases algae.  Too much algae harm water quality and make boating, fishing and swimming unpleasant.  Excessive algae also cause unpleasant smells.  As algae decays, they use up oxygen in the water that fish and other wildlife need.

So what can you do?


1) Maintain a natural lawn and garden with no chemical additives, 


2) Make or buy compost to use instead, 


3) If you must apply something, use organic fertilizer (it releases nutrients more slowly) but very sparingly, closely following instructions and ensuring it is not close to the water’s edge or in a place of erosion towards the lake during rainstorms.





What are invasive species?  





Invasive species are those species introduced into an environment that don’t naturally belong there.  They can cause problems because they have no natural predators.  For aquatic species (ie. Zebra mussels), this means making sure that creatures are not coming from other waters into our lake through live bait or cleaning of boat bilges.   We also have the same challenge with non-aquatic species (ie. Asian Long Horn Beetle), please DO NOT BRING FIRE WOOD  to Dickie Lake from down south - our forests would be quickly depleted if the Asian Beetle should be transported from an infected area such as Vaughan.

Call him at 767-2513 and he will meet you at his dock. If he is away, call Fred Elliott at 767-3251. Fred will meet you at Joe’s dock. REMEMBER IF YOU CATCH A PIKE DO NOT RELEASE IT BACK INTO THE LAKE. Eat it or bury it after it has been weighed.





FISH SURVEY





Laurentian University’s Cooperative Freshwater Ecology Unit in collaboration with the Ontario Ministery of Natural Resources and Ministry of Environment will be conducting fish community surveys on Dickie Lake in the middle of September. “Fish that are collected from the lake will be used for a variety of purposes including mercury analysis to determine safe fish eating guidelines, genetic analysis to determine the origins of the fish, biological analysis of the size and age of the fish populations and to determine whether any invasive fish species have recently arrived in the lake.” {from Ministry of  Environment – information sheet). Nets will be set between 6-8 pm and removed between 6-8 am in areas that should not interfere with lake activities.  Boaters are to avoid these nets during the 3-4 days of the survey.
